Jon Boyd Elected to 2-Year Term at Annual Meeting

The Board of Directors is responsible for management and oversight of NAEBA’s business and affairs in accordance with the bylaws. The Directors also approve spending that is outside the budget.

“In the most recent Board meeting we discussed proposals for a new association management company, regional conferences, sharing of service documents between member offices all across the country, and other ways that NAEBA can improve our services to home buyers,” he added.

Jon was the principal financial backer and part-time manager of Boyd’s Help You Real Estate from 1988-1993. During that period, the company introduced Exclusive Buyer Representation to the Ann Arbor market. In 1993 he founded The Buyer’s Agent of Ann Arbor (name changed to Home Buyer’s Agent of Ann Arbor in 2003). He has been recognized repeatedly for his accomplishments:

· Awarded Top Buyer's Agent Office Nationally for 1998, 1999, and 2001.

· Exceeded One Million Five Hundred Thousand Dollars in career savings for personal buyer clients.

· Chaired Ethics Committee for Ann Arbor Area Board of REALTORS.

· Served on Board of Directors and later as President of the first national mortgage cooperative.

· Named to “People’s Choice” top 25 Most Influential People in Real Estate for 2001 by REALTOR Magazine.

· Contributed to the Legislative Affairs Committee in Lansing replacing the anti-consumer REALTOR Association sponsored language with pro-consumer language on original Michigan Agency Disclosure law in 1993.

In addition to being on the NAEBA Board of Directors, he currently serves on the Professional Standards Committee of the Ann Arbor Board of REALTORS.

The National Association of Exclusive Buyer Agents is a nonprofit organization whose purpose is to be “the champions of real estate buyers’ rights and representation.” Traditionally real estate agents have represented the sellers. Nowadays many agencies represent both the buyer and the seller, creating potential conflicts of interest. Members of NAEBA represent the buyer only, as illustrated by their slogan: “Above all is the consumer.” Its mission is to:

1) Protect, preserve, and, where necessary, restore the Common Law of Agency;

2) Increase consumer awareness of the specialty of Exclusive Buyer Representation;

3) Protect agents’ right to practice Exclusive Buyer Representation both legislatively and legally;

4) Educate members to better serve consumers and improve and enhance member business practices; and

5) Support members by caring and sharing, and by sustaining members’ common resolve.

NAEBA was founded in 1995 to help consumers become educated homebuyers. It now has over 500 members nationwide.

Since its founding in 1988 as Boyd’s Help You Buy Real Estate, Home Buyer’s Agent of Ann Arbor has saved clients over 7.5 million dollars. As Boyd’s Help You Real Estate, the company introduced Exclusive Buyer Representation to the Ann Arbor market.
